SWITCH Study Protocol
 (Endoscopist and Nurse)


SWITCH Polypectomy Technique:
· When a polyp is found, endoscopist to optically interrogate polyp and take quality images.
· When polyp interrogation and photo documentation are completed, endoscopist to loudly say “READY!”
· At this point, the endoscopist can reach for the snare to start polypectomy, while the research assistant starts timing.
· After polypectomy is completed, the endoscopist is to keep the snare within the scope channel and simultaneously starts polyp suctioning for retrieval. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The nurse will loudly confirm polyp retrieval as soon as it is seen in the polyp trap and the research assistant will end the timing.


Conventional Cold Snare Polypectomy Technique:
· When a polyp is found, endoscopist to optically interrogate polyp and take quality images.
· When polyp interrogation and photo documentation are completed, endoscopist to loudly say “READY!”
· At this point, the nurse can reach for the snare (which is placed on the nurse trolley next to the patient’s bed) and hand it to the endoscopist to feed into the scope channel, while the research assistant starts timing. 
· After polypectomy is completed, the endoscopist will instruct the nurse to remove the snare out of the scope channel before he starts polyp suctioning for retrieval. 
· The nurse will place the snare back on the nurse trolley (which is placed on the nurse trolley next to the patient’s bed) ready for any more polyps that may be encountered in the same procedure.
· The nurse will loudly confirm polyp retrieval as soon as it is seen in the polyp trap and the research assistant will end the timing.
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
